● “Roughly 48.5% american adults 12 or older suffered from substance abuse 

disorder “
● “298,000 people aged 12 and older received inpatient treatment for cocaine 

use.”
● “The relapse rate for substance use disorders is estimated to be between 40%
● and 60%”
